Wave by Suzy Lee 

A wordless picture book that shows a little girl's first experiences at the beach, as she goes from being 

afraid of the roaring waves to playing on the shore while gulls soar overhead. 

 

Rainstorm by Barbara Lehman   

In this wordless picture book, a boy finds a mysterious key which leads him on an adventure one rainy 

day. 

 

I’m the Best Artist in the Ocean! by Kevin Sherry   

A giant squid brags about being the best artist in the entire ocean. 

 

Who Likes Rain? by Herbert Wong Yee 

As a young girl splashes in the rain, she plays a guessing game with the reader about other living things 

that enjoy a cloudburst.
